[bookmark: _GoBack]Ammonoosuc River Local Advisory Committee (LAC) Meeting Minutes
Haverhill, Bath, Landaff, Lisbon, Littleton, Bethlehem, Carroll
Wednesday September 2, 2015
Meeting called to order:  4:35 pm at the Senior Center in Littleton

Members in attendance: (Haverhill) Bill Harris, (Landaff) Marilyn Booth, (Lisbon) Steve Jesseman, (Littleton) Charlie Ryan; Chairman, Connie McDade, Jessica Willis, (Bethlehem) Marilyn Johnson, (Carroll) Joan Karpf.

Members absent: (Bath) Rick Walling, (Landaff) Errol Peters, (Lisbon) Rosalind Page, (Littleton) Chris Hodge.

August minutes: After the Committee reviewed the August minutes, Marilyn Johnson motioned to approve the minutes as written.  Connie seconded the motion.   With no further discussion, the minutes were approved.

Treasurer's Report:  Jessica informed the Committee that there were no transaction since the last report. The balance remains at $1253.35.  Discussion followed as to which Towns had not sent in their dues.  According to the 2015 meeting minutes, it appears Carroll, Bethlehem, Lisbon and Landaff have not sent in their dues.  Jessica will further investigate the status and update us at the next meeting. Steve motioned to accept the report as presented. Marilyn Johnson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Correspondence:
Charlie informed the Committee that he received a Notice of Past Violations from DES regarding the work done on the island in the Ammonoosuc in the Town of Littleton.  The letter states that they have made several inspections of the island over the summer and are satisfied with  the returned vegetation. The report will go into file for future reference.

There was a notice from NHDES that the NCES Application/AOT permit was approved with 7 conditions.
It appeared the Aires Report was successful in addressing concerns. The conditions included:
     Activities will not cause any violations of surface water quality standards
     Submit revised plans for permit amendments prior to any changes.
     Notify the department in writing of the start of construction and upon completion.
     The plans from July 28, 2015 and supporting documents are in the file as part of this approval.
     The permit expires August 11,2020. Therefore, no earth moving or anything shall happen after that                            unless another permit is obtained.
     Does not relieve the applicant of obligations with other Local, State, or Federal permits that maybe required.   
    No activity shall occur in wetland areas until a wetland permit is obtained from the department.

The Committee was informed that the Hydropower Licensing to Northwoods Renewables, LLC in Bethlehem was denied due to a failure to file a progress report in a timely manner.

Incoming Apps:
File # 150810-132 AoT application for a permit for 31,385 feet of disturbance to make ski slope improvements with trail work to take place on BW east side of slope in Bethlehem.  The Committee reviewed the information received from the Bethlehem CC regarding the project. After further discussion the Committee voted to send a letter to DES acknowledging the application. The letter will state that it appears the project will not impact the River however, the LAC encourages BMP for stormwater during the project.  The letter will also state that we have been in contact with the Bethlehem CC and that we concur with their findings. 
It was confirmed, through discussion, that chemicals were not used to make snow.  

Old Business: 
The Committee needed a vote to amend the LAC Bylaws Article IV (e) as per a motion passed at the August meeting regarding the job descriptions for the Recording and Corresponding Secretary. Marilyn Johnson motioned to accept the new job descriptions for the positions. Marilyn Booth seconded the motion. Motion passed.

The Committee reviewed the updated information regarding the Northern Pass. Although there  is an attempt to bury some of the line, 24 Towns are still slated for towers although there is mention that the towers may be shorter.  Marilyn Booth made the point that if the towers are shorter there is a good chance that there will be more of them.  It was mentioned that there will be public hearing on the project at Whitefield on September 9 and Loon on September 8 from 5- 10:30 pm.

New Business:
The Committee was updated on the restoration project on the Simpson property in Lisbon. A letter had been sent to expedite the project so that the funds could be received in a timely manner.  Connie also referred to Dr. Field's study regarding the area affected. Connie read the letter written and  submitted by Rick. John McGee was asked to give his input on the project. There will be a follow up to make sure the letter was received by DES.
The Committee was informed that the  methane flair at NCES was approved. 

Steve Jesseman presented a construction project of concern occurring across the River from his campground in Lisbon.  He has attempted to get Town support but with no avail. Charlie will follow up with a notice to DES.
With no further business before the Committee, Jessica motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Marilyn Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
Meeting adjourned at 6:15pm
