Review and Approval of April 28 Minutes
Connie made a motion to accept the minutes as written. Chris seconded the motion. Minutes were approved.

Treasurer's Report:    Jessica reported that she received 2016 dues from the Towns of Carroll and Haverhill.  The balance as of June 1, 2016 is $1369.68.

Correspondence
     Announcements and Letters
Update on LAC communication with NHDES regarding the removal of old underground storage tanks and the placement on new storage tanks located at the Foster's Crossroad in Carroll and within 250 feet of the River.  No permit or plan of the project was sent to LAC.  Charlie was notified of the activity at the time the new tanks were going in.  He immediately contacted Tracie Sales at DES. Further investigation from Tracie  revealed that the Department of Underground Storage Tanks did not inform the applicant that a Shoreline permit would be required.  We were informed that this oversight would be corrected in the future and the property owner is now required to apply for an "after the fact" permit.  A brief history was given regarding the old underground storage tanks which can be referenced at One Stop on the DES website. Discussion followed.  Chris shared his concerns regarding residential land owners who abutt the River and are working on a land project that needs a Shoreland permit but may not follow through after the Town approves a permit for the project. Also Joan shared a situation in which the landowner had gone to the Town for a variance but was not informed that they needed a Shoreland permit. Discussion followed as to how the Committee could address these shoreland projects that " fall through the cracks".  Connie will look into John Fields report for landowner list of abutters to the River. Discussion will continue next month.

Charlie informed the Committee that the Northern Pass discussion will continue into 2017.

Charlie read the draft letter to Samuel Durfee in regards to the Warner River seeking designation.  The letter contained a history of our activities over the years. Marilyn suggested we add that copies of the River Plan was sent to all the Towns represented by the LAC for reference in their Master Plan. Letter will be sent with amendment.

Charlie presented the revised AOT from CMA Engineers for NCES Solid wasteland expansion of the borrow pit in Bethlehem.  No further comments necessary. Marilyn stated that the Bethlehem CC supported our letter. Marilyn stated that the monitors set up are to monitor the air and water coming into the landfill to establish a base line.

ARLAC received e-mail inquiring if we can comment on Northern Pass Shoreland Application to do geotechnical borings along Route 302 within 75 feet of Miller/Baker Brook Pond. It was agreed that we would  comment on projects that just effect the River.

New Business
New Instream flow rules informational meeting Tuesday, June 21, 2016 ( 9:30-11:30 AM in Room 208C at NHDES in Concord, NH.

Jessica asked us to look into a clear cut that she doesn't remember being part of an application.  The property involved a garage with an apartment above it. 

Charlie announced  State job openings at DES for an Assistant Planner, an Environmentalist and an Environmental Technician.

There will be a Wild and Scenic Film Festival at the Colonial Theatre on Friday, June 17th at 6:00 pm. Raffle, pizza and fun.

Chris said they are looking for volunteers to do stream crossing assessments this summer.  Call Art Green at 444-4892 if interested in learning more about the schedule.

There was further discussion regarding shoreline projects that may never be reviewed.  Charlie will connect with Tracie regarding our discussion on shoreland projects to get some feed back. 

With no further business before the ARLAC, Marilyn J  made a motion to adjourn. Chris seconded the motion.  Motion was approved .  Meeting was adjourned at 6:32 pm.
