Directors Report:

The AP Hill Pool Roof was half replaced by the Lions Club on September 17th. The roof and labor was estimated to cost about $1,600 but was donated. A thank you card was sent to the Lions Club. Tom Friel felt that the recreation department should place a thank you ad in the newspaper.  Sherry will contact that newspaper. 

The Dan Jock Mini Muster was held in September. Jennifer West gave the board a run down. There was about 19 children in attendance. Sam and Jen set up table and started exactly at noon. There was lots of participants and community involvement. It was felt that when asked about participating next year that we need to be honest about the disorganization and that 9/11 was not a good day. Sherri thanked the members who participated. Cindy participated and help run the games. 

A.P. Hill Pool has been repainted by the Grafton County DOC. When asked to give an estimate of what the project would have cost, the number of hours plus the number of workers not including the paint would have cost approximately $9,090.00. The paint cost about $2,975.00 which was taken out of the Facilities Maintenance and Improvement Fund. The total fee for supplies needed for painting the pool have not all come in yet. The project went well and the weather cooperated. This paint job should last many years. A thank you card has been sent to Grafton County DOC.

HARP payment update. Payment arrangements have been made with the family that owes $300. They will be paying $50 a week. All other funds have been collected. The end of this week the first $50 will be paid. It was recommended that the Town Manager suggested that we use the HARP scholarship to pay off owed family and then add payment back to scholarship to close out the FY. Jen suggested that we hold off on this decision until next month to see if family pays. 

Sunday Youth Soccer started on September 18th and will conclude this Sunday. The numbers were down about 20 less than last year. It was felt that this is due to the soccer program run by John Rutherford who travels with the older children and has scrimmages with other local towns. There was much confusion between the programs that were offered. Last year we had about 60 participants and this year there were only about 40. It was questioned if had reached out to any homeschoolers. The only means of communication was through advertisement. Jen will find out about the network for homeschoolers. 

Turkey Plunge soliciting has begun. Envelope with forms were on table(liability and pledge forms) for members to take with them. Sherri has dropped off some envelopes and flyers at local businesses. Sam will drop others off, Sherri gave her a list to avoid duplicates. Angela will be baking but not as much as the previous years. BFD is donating the leftover turkey to the recreation department to freeze and use for the plunge. 

Old Business:

Railroad Park Update: Sherri with the help of the Grafton County DOC inmates have cleaned up the trash at RR park. Sherri also hung the ‘No Swimming and Pass at Your Own Risk’ signs at RR Park. The recreation department is not in compliance with the bark mulch as per Primex there needs to be 10-12 inches spread under the playground equipment with the mulch extending further past the bottom of our slide. Currently there is 4-5 inches in depth in the non-high traffic area and virtually none in the high-traffic area. Playground chips are running $4.05 per bag at Agway and it takes 20 bags per 1” layer. The area we have is 20’x40’. The chips can be purchased in 45/bag pallets. Perimeter landscape timbers 6x6x8L pressure treated lumber to match existing are $20.00 each. We have about $2,000 in the RR Park budget. It was questioned whether we try to get the mulch from Walmart, but there was no information whether they sell the needed material. Dana from Agway stated we can pay up front with FY16 funds and wait till next year to receive. Sherri will find out from Jo to find out if it needs to be up for bid due to the cost spending. Sherri will get a quote from couple who mows for the town to lay mulch as it is a labor intensive job. 

Haunted Happenings. There was a discussion regarding if clowns were allowed Sherri reviewed website about clown issue and is seems to be a fake. Sherri talked with the Chief of Police about clown situation. He is okay with clowns because it is Halloween, it is just hyper for the season. The recreation department has decided that there will be no clowns for the smaller children. Sherri will discuss with HPD to see if we can have an officer at the event. We would need an officer from 7:30pm to 10:00pm. If they do not have an officer avalaible we can check with the county. Lynn has many ideas for décor. Sherri and Lynn will be doing an inventory of supplies and decorations that are in stock. It was questioned if high schoolers to chaperone to assure that there is no tear down to happen during event. Cindy Waterhouse will be helping and a call has been put into Rose Bailey.

New Business:

Pike Fall Festival. Sherri received a call from Jeff Fogel about Pike Fall Festival and support from the recreation department this Saturday. Last year the recreation department was there to run activities such as apple bobbing, sack race, obstacle course. 

Drums Alive Classes will start again this month on a month-by-month basis. October classes will be Tuesday and Thursday 18, 20, 25, 27th at 6:00pm. This has started at the afterschool program and is going extremely well. 

Secretary role change. Jennifer West would like to hand off minute keeping to Samantha Blanchard. A motion to accept resignation and role change was approved by Lynn and seconded by Tom.
