Approval of September minutes and October notes:  Connie motion to accept the September minutes as written. Bill seconded the motion.  Motion approved.  Moving to the October notes Connie sited a correction in the Treasurer's Report last sentence.  Names  of officers on the bank signature card is a  policy item not a by law.  The policy states that the Treasurer's name should be on the Bank signature card. Discussion followed.  Connie motioned to accept the notes with the correction. Rick seconded the motion.  Motion was approved.  It was stated that Chris should add his name to the Bank card.

Treasurer's Report:  Jessica informed the committee that she received the $50.00 dues from the Town of Carroll.  The balance as of November 4, 2015 is $1,303.35.  A copy of the dues letter went out to the members.  Let Jessica know, if you did not receive her e-mails and also, who will be taking the dues letter to the Town.  Discussion followed.  Jessica  requested clarification on whose names were to be filled in at the bottom of the dues letter. Discussion followed.  It was decided that all Committee representative names for each Town be on the Town dues letter. It was stated that Steve Jesseman will be reminded to present Lisbon with the Town dues letter.  Rick motioned for the Treasurer's Report to be accepted as presented and discussed. Marilyn Johnson seconded the motion. Motion was approved.

Correspondence:   
· NHDES Informational meeting is November 9 from 6 to 8 PM at the Littleton Opera House to discuss proposed reorganization of wetlands, subsurface systems and AOT bureaus and shoreland program to streamline existing permitting process and enhance service. Rick Marilyn and Connie plan to attend. Members voiced concerns on what streamline permitting and enhance service meant. Discussion followed.

·  An e-mail was received from Tracie Sales of DES sharing the Lamprey LAC's comments on the Northern Pass application.

Northern Pass crossing over the Ammonoosuc and under the Baker Brook Pond in Bethlehem was discussed.  
Connie informed the group that the projects included wetland applications, shoreland applications and AOT applications. She noted the deadline for commenting to each application. She also stated there was confusion on who to send the comments to and what the file numbers were for the different applications. 
 Committee members shared input from the Bethlehem Conservation Committee on the Baker Brook section of the Northern Pass.  Maps showing  the Baker Brook location were reviewed. It was stated that Baker Brook was in the watershed of the Ammonoosuc and the brook flowed into the Ammonoosuc and because of this, Tracie Sales stated that we would have the right to comment on this part of the project.  It was stated that Miller Pond at Baker Brook is 17.9 acres and that the route would go under the pond. A transition station would be located on the side of route 302 opposite  the pond. Discussion followed
 It was stated that the project route would be crossing the Ammonoosuc River at Wing Road
 ( Rte 116).  It was stated that this section of the River where the route crossed was  designated rural and an important fishing area for the brook trout. Location, character, size and height of poles was stated. A stormwater management plan could not be located in the documents. Discussion followed.
After careful review of the information, it was decided that at this time we would comment on the Ammonoosuc crossing  using previous letter content  and include  aesthetics, erosion, trout habitat and rural character. 

Old Business:   Steve was informed by the Town code enforcer that the Lisbon project across the River from his campground was being addressed by DES.

New Business:  Leslie Bergum delivered all water testing reports since 2005 to Connie. Discussion followed as to where these records would be stored.  It was decided that they would go in the notebook that Connie has created on the history of the ARLAC. Connie also proposed that all previous applications be reviewed by the Town affected to decide whether or not  the application should  stay on file for future reference or recycled.  Committee was in agreement.

Bill informed the Committee that DES department of Dams did inspections  and FERC was also involved. It appears FERC is going to take control over all the dams on the Ammonoosuc.  They are in the process of reclassifying all the dams. The Woodsville dam is being reclassified from a low class no hazard to a grade 3 high hazard.

With no further business before the Committee, Marilyn motioned to adjourn the meeting. Bill seconded the motion. Motion passed.
