Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00
Agenda: Marie made a motion to accept the agenda. Linda seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Business:

· Mace Hill Solar Project: The project is currently dead and the application or construction was trashed because there were too many hoops to jump through. Marie received an email from Brigitte explaining everything that had happened with the project and what was discussed at the Selectboard meeting.


· Conservation Scholarship Fund: If the Committee would like to change the amount of money given out by the scholarship they have to go back to the person donating the money and ask for them to change anything. This is unless the person donating the money did not specify the amount given out per student from the allotted money. If this is the case, then a court hearing needs to be held to change that amount. It seems like to much of a hassle to change anything so for now the Committee is going to leave it be and look for the original documents. There was further discussion on who currently holds the money.


· Conservation Land in Haverhill: If the land under construction is Conservation Land, then the Committee has the legal authority to stop said construction. There was further discussion on what the Committee could do in terms of construction on Conservation Land. New rules on how to construct property on Wetlands is coming out on December 15th and there will be significant changes. There was further discussion on how that would affect different processes and where the Conservation Land was located in Haverhill.


· Meeting Schedule: There is debate on whether or not the meetings should be held on Tuesday or Wednesday. One reason for debate is because some Committee members would like to attend the Airport Zoning meetings. The consensus was Tuesday night meetings. The rule is that if you miss three meetings in a year then you are no longer part of the Committee. There was further discussion and what is considered Conservation Land from donated land. There was extensive talk about what the role of the Committee was and what the roles of the Committee Members are. Marie made a motion to hold the meetings on Tuesday night at 7:00 PM. One of the Committee members seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
