The meeting was CALLED TO ORDER at 6:03 PM by Sargent. 
Roll Call: Sherri Sargent, Sandi Pierce, Mona Evans, Darwin Clogston. A quorum was met.  
Clogston announced as the Select Board liaison, he will moderate the meeting. 
AGENDA APPROVAL
MOTION #1: Pierce made the motion and Evans seconded the motion to accept the meeting agenda as written. 
Voice Vote: All members stated “Aye.” The minutes were approved unanimously.
SCHEDULED PUBLIC APPEARANCES: None. 
PUBLIC WANTING TO ADDRESS THE COMMISSION: Howard Hatch: No comments. 
OLD BUSINESS: None. 

NEW BUSINESS
Clogston stated that as noted by the Town’s attorney, the Heritage Commission needs to move money from the Commission to the General Fund in order for Sargent to spend the funds under the Parks & Recreation Commission, specifically Hazen Park [and other sites], which were Heritage Commission projects. 
MOTION #2:  Clogston made a motion to transfer $3,283.51 from the Haverhill Heritage Commission to the Town of Haverhill General Fund for the Parks & Recreation [Commission] for maintenance of Hazen Park and to authorize the Treasurer to close the account. The motion was seconded by Pierce. 
Pierce asked if the funds will be solely used for Hazen Park or could they be used for renovations of the Caboose that need to be completed. 

Sargent wishes to change the Motion to include the granite memory blocks to be placed at Railroad Park as memorials. Money was collected by the Heritage Commission for that project, and Sargent wishes to follow through. 
 MOTION #2: Withdrawn. Pierce withdrew her second and Clogston amended the Motion. 
 MOTION #3: Clogston made a motion to transfer $3,283.51 from the Haverhill Heritage Commission to the Town of Haverhill General Fund for the Parks & Recreation [Commission] for maintenance of Hazen Park, Railroad Park, and the Caboose and to authorize the Treasurer to close the account. The motion was seconded by Pierce. 
Sargent asked if the funds needed to be expended this year because the design for the memory blocks may take time. There are 34 blocks and may be placed as pavers at the site. Sargent considered a fund raiser and coming up with a design for the block placement. 
Voice Vote:  All members stated “Aye.” The motion was approved unanimously.
COMMENTS OF COMMISSION MEMBERS: 
Clogston asked if the Heritage Commission members will be turning in their resignations to the Select Board. The members replied “Yes.”
Clogston thanked all members. 
ADJOURN
Motion #4: Clogston made a motion and Pierce seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:16 PM.
