Report to the Commission:

· Brigitte and Ralph are now Underground Storage Tank (UST) Class A & B certified
· Brigitte and Dan are now Underground Storage Tank (UST) Class C certified
· AIM Grant for the credit card reader was not funded
· AIP Grant CIP Scoping meeting occurred on December 11, 2019 
· Decision made to do a feasibility study and a land or easement acquisition project in 2020
· Goal is to eliminate safety obstructions from the south end of the runway in 2020
· A camera will be installed at the airport to track flight traffic
