Directors Report:

The DJ cost $200. Pool, Foosball and the portable basketball hoop were open and well received. Chaperones were Barb Dutile, Sherri Sargent, Cindy Waterhouse, and Jenn West. Kids were well engaged and Barb heard great news about it within the community. 

The second dance during the month of January was a Regional High School Dance that was held on Friday, January 27th from 7-10pm. There were 28 high school students in attendance. We were competing with many basketball tournaments and games. Sherri Sargent, Laurie Ann Glaude, MaryAnn Brandt, Delcia Vinnacomb and Maria Cassidy chaperoned. All chaperones volunteered to chaperone again and many participants commented on how much fun they had. Sherri will be looking into checking out possibility of using our own playlist rather than a DJ to save money. The Regional dance brought in $140 at the door with $5 per person, there was not a ton of concessions sold. 

The commission received two donations in early January. Winterfest, February 19th – This will be similar to the Moonlight Snow Shoe event. It is from 12 to 4pm. There will be a cardboard box race. Food will be offered – hotdogs, popcorn, and drinks. No help is needed from the rec commission as Diane and Lurane will be handling. This year it is during winter break from NH and MA.
