The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Robert Roudebush

The Planning Board on motion of Robert Roudebush, seconded by John Nelepovitz voted to approve the minutes for the March 28, 2018 meeting. 
Public Appearances:
Tom Friel advised the Board that he would be presenting a preliminary application for subdivision. Chairman Hebert suggested we address it under new business. The Board agreed.
Pending Business: 
· Gravel Pit Update: 
Clerk Albro informed the Board that all gravel pit owners in Haverhill have obliged and have submitted a complete application with reclamation plan. The next step is to find an independent engineer to review the reclamation plans and offer a recommendation for the bond amount to be posted. Tom Friel confirmed that since we have the plans, we'll have an engineer review the plans. Robert Roudebush confirmed that the independent engineers will recommend an amount to the Planning Board. Tom Friel asked if a letter was sent to the gravel pit owners advising them of this and the associated cost. Clerk Albro stated that a letter would go out explaining the bond.

Dave Long provided an update to the Planning Board and expressed that he was working with the state to meet their permitting requirements. The Board thanked Mr. Long for the information and update. Mr. Long thanked Clerk Albro for being available by call, email and even text and appreciated being kept in the loop throughout the permitting process.  
 New Business: 	
Tom Friel brought presented a subdivision plan for the Board's preliminary review. 

Gary Hebert appointed Chris Luurtsema as an alternate. 

A voluntary lot merger was approved for Robert & Kathryn Mantia, Map 209 - Lots 10/11. The application was received in July of 2018, however payment was not received until April 2019. Robert Roudebush moved to approve the voluntary merger. John Nelepovitz seconded. All in favor.

The Board discussed how to proceed with updating the Master Plan. Discussion included an effort to reach out to the schools in person and with a revised survey. This will occur in the fall. Chris Luurtsema suggested Board members review the first section on land use which will be discussed at the May Planning Board meeting.

Mr. Roudebush offered his letter of resignation. The other Board members thanked Mr. Roudebush for his commitment to the Planning Board over the last few months.

Gary Hebert asked for the Clerk to prepare a binder of relevant documents, such as Haverhill’s wetlands protection ordinance and other land use documents.

Gary Hebert also made note of the RSA 91:A and advised that the Board review the statute. Gary Hebert also notified the Board that he will be absent at the next meeting. 

The Board recommended that John Nelepovitz be nominated to full time member of the Planning Board. Mr. Nelepovitz graciously accepted the opportunity to serve. Mr. Luurtsema moved to nominate Mr. Nelepovitz as full time member. Robert Roudebush seconded the motion. All in favor.
