Public Appearances:
· Lot Line Adjustment, Mabel Clifford - Map 414, Lots 142, 143, 145
Clerk Austin Albro stated the application appears to be complete, the check has been paid, it was warned, and the abutters were notified. Ed Ballam educated the Board on the process of submitting a lot line adjustment and approval processes. The Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Howard Hatch, voted to accept the application as compete. The Planning Board inquired about the lot line adjustment and Mr. Rich Clifford explained the change. Mr. Rich Clifford inquired about additional changes to the lot lines. The Planning Board explained that another permit and map would be required. Correspondence/Communication:
· The Board received a flyer for the Planning and Zoning Conference located in Concord, New Hampshire. Clerk Austin Albro is attending, along with Sandi Howe who is representing the Zoning Board. 

· The Board received a letter from DES regarding the change of ownership of the Roystan Gravel Pit. Tara Krause brought up concerns about paperwork not being up to date. As far as Tara Krause and Ed Ballam are concerned all gravel pits were reviewed on the same day. There is not any paperwork for the most recent review and Tara Krause expressed her concern about its impact on the change of ownership. Tara Krause said her recollection and suspicion is that the Board did not complete the oversight on this gravel pit. Tara Krause asked the clerk to find out if the bond for reclamation is intact. Howard Hatch asked when a gravel pit becomes a quarry. Clerk Austin said he would find out.
		
 Reports of Committees:
· Master Plan Subcommittee:
Chris Luurtsema stated that he had received 47 surveys and was a currently considering methods to compile the data. There was discussion about the Vision to Action meeting taking place on April 13 & April 14. Tara Krause brought up it was all retired citizens who filled out the survey. Additionally, it as stated there was a large portion of people who had moved here within the last 5 years. There was a brief discussion about the market value and tax rates.                 
New Business: 
· Voluntary Lot Merger - Tax Map 414 Lots 100 & 109-052: 
The Board reviewed the application for a Voluntary Lot Merger for Tax Map 414, Lots 100 & 109-052. The application appears to be complete and is paid. There was discussion about the road condition of Benedict Way. The Planning Board on motion of Tara Krause, seconded by Chris Luurtsema, voted to approve the Voluntary Lot Merger for Tax Map 414 lots 100 & 109-052. 

Other New Business: 
· Tara Krause inquired about who sets the rates for application and fees. Former Clerk Ed Ballam informed the Planning Board that they don’t have much authority to change fees other than the lot line adjustment fee.

· Chris Luurtsema expressed his interest in reviewing the town forms to ensure that there is proper representation, which might include notarization. Former Clerk Ed Ballam presented insight regarding updating forms and appropriate procedures for updating planning board forms. Clerk Austin Albro offered to email the forms to the board for review.
