Other New Business:
	Gravel Pit Application Review & Status Update
Clerk Albro presented the Planning Board with the Haverhill Gravel Pit Application and Inspection checklist for review. There was discussion regarding the current status of the Haverhill Gravel Pits. While the paperwork has been filed at the state level, it appears that a local permit has not been issued by the Planning Board for the 3 operating gravel pits since they expired in 2015. Hammond said the objective was to get everyone here so that everyone can ask questions. Chairman Hammond asked if the Whitcher permit had expired. Clerk Albro replied that the files indicated that the permit had expired in 2015 with the others.
