Review of the June Minutes:  Correction – Powder House Hill – second sentence to read:  Wayne Fortier updated that the bid process is being challenged.   Moved by Everett, seconded by Mike and approved. The fifth and sixth sentence update:  Question as to trees near Mr.  & Mrs. Michael Lavoie’s garage.  There are three (3) dead Locust trees.  This has been referred to Town Road Agent.  Discussion.

Treasurer’s Report:  $1,934.38 in the checking account. No new deposits nor checks written.

Mill Street Crossing:  Granite Blocks.  We took half the blocks and they are at Railroad Park.  Discussion about use and remaining blocks.

Coal Pockets:  Jim Hobbs has a picture of coal pouring into the pockets.  Everett reported that no one has talked with Gibb at this time.  Everett brought up the guard rail barrier.  Discussion.

Hazen Park:  Everett visited the park.  Looks good – been trimmed around flower beds.  No word from Mr. Young regarding the trees.  At the campground there will be a get together this Sat or Sunday.  Wayne will find out exact date/time.  Jim Hobbs indicated that the Lilies need fertilizer.   Road into the park needs trimming.  Town Road Agent has taken care of this in the past, but this is not a town road.

Old Business:  Dawn Lavoie questioned the meeting with Mr. Kidder and Wayne’s e-mail of May 22, 2018 regarding the survey of Powder House Hill.  Discussion as to right of way and/or easement.

New Business:  Wayne updated on the Caboose – need to paint the front.  Leaf – Ray Rheaume has not gotten back with Evelyn.  Need to follow up.
Blocks and Light Tower:  Everett and Wayne would like to do it this year.
Everett asked about the key to the Woodsville Armory – Commission items stored there.  Rich Clifford has the key.

Question asked about the difference between the Haverhill Heritage Commission and the Haverhill Historical Society.  Wayne explained the difference.
