The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM
Business:  
Mr. Hebert made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. Hammond seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
November 26, 2019 minutes: Tom made a motion to accept the minutes pending corrections. Joe seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
December 17, 2019 minutes: Joe made a motion to accept the minutes pending corrections. Tom seconded the motion and it passed. Gary abstained.
Minutes will be moved to the end of future meetings so that the Board can get to the people attending first. 
Previously Scheduled Public Appearances: None
New Business: 
Gary made a motion to enter into public meeting at 7:13 PM. Tom seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
· Subdivision Map 422; Lot 049: The application was complete and all the letters were properly warranted. Jake Burgess represents Pioneer Land Survey who represents Stand Davis who owns this parcel of land. They are proposing a minor subdivision into two lots based on a 1970’s survey. There is no recollection of a merger but it was merged into one and they want to undo that. There was a state subdivision approval and a state septic design approval for the smaller lot.
Motion: Joe made a motion to accept the subdivision. Donnie seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Gary made a motion to enter into non-public session at 7:23. Joe seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
· Lot line adjustment: Non-public discussion
Gary made a motion that they enter into a public hearing at 7:27 PM. Donnie seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Lot line adjustment map 10211 101; Lot 4: Jacob burgess representing the Methodist church. They are proposing to move the line to include the parking lot with the church and remove the former parsonage. They have reserved a 20 ft right away so that no one is blocked in. As long it doesn’t adversely affect anyone, they can move forward with the line adjustment.
Motion: Tom made a motion to accept the line adjustment. Donnie seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Gary made a motion that they enter non-public session at 7:33 PM. Tom seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Pending business reclamation bond recommendations from HEB Engineers: The Town Manager and HEB spoke and HEB will be revising their recommended bond amount for the Blaisdell pit. That agreement was reached on the 24th. HEB had originally set a bond amount recommendation based upon the five (5) acre limit set by the State and not the survey they had been provided which showed there is more than twenty-two (22) acres open. They were provided a reclamation plan with a survey by the pit owner, but they had never actually visited the pit. The reclamation bond is being revised at no further cost to the town of the pit owner. Howard Hatch said that the Town was paying $1000 per pit to HEB, but that bill was supposed to be passed on to the pit owners and HEB was unaware. Mr. Albro said that information was incorrect and HEB was aware and there are email chains to show. Howard said that everything is so messed up and gave them paperwork to show where different numbers were being referenced. The Board explained that they understood, and a phone conversation was going to occur in order to try and fix everything. One of the biggest concerns at this time is that more than five (5) acres of the pit are open and being excavated. Tom suggested that the Board get a cease and desist order until they can resolve this. There is uncertainty whether or not the flat area can be reclaimed or what will happen to it. Tom read the reclamation standards to the board. No reclamation bonds have been requested at this time because there is no conclusive recommendation on the bonds. The Blaisdell pit opened in 1973. There is also question on whether or not the pit has a legal excavation permit.
Motion: Donnie made a motion to send a registered letter to all pits to cease and desist until they have a registered license. There was no second, so the motion did not pass.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It was discussed that cease and desist would not be fair because the pits are all being thrown in a loop because the Board is making them wait for the recommendations and the Board hasn’t been able to follow through with that information. This has been going on since back in September 2019 and everyone involved is very frustrated.

· Michelle from North Country Council: The 5th of February Austin will meet with her and the Town Manager to go over changes to the master plan. There have been email correspondence back and forth.

· Notes from the Clerk: End of year reports have been sent to Gary and the Town Manager. That will go into the Town Report. Once it’s edited the rest of the Board will see.

· Comments of Board Members: Joe is requesting that he be excused from the Feb 5th meeting.
Gary made a motion to adjourn at 8:07 PM. Tom seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
