New Business: a. Commission Membership needs.  I t was pointed out that some of the best candidates are not residents of Haverhill.  Mike B will discuss at Selectboard and suggest lack of town funding as reason to allow outside membership.
b. Airport Awareness – move to annual event was postponed to a better attended meeting

c. Obstruction report was received from the State.  Dennis to share with Selectboard.
Public Appearance:  Howard Hatch attended with request that we rewrite the airport history as it appears on the town website.  He believes it to be inaccurate and knows the correct history to be as presented in K Blaisdell’s version. No one volunteered to take this project on and Mr Hatch did not wish to do it either.  Further, Mr hatch suggested that the lease value of our land presently listed at $1600 per year may need to be less for a variety of reasons that he gave.
