Call Meeting to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:40 P.M.  

Consent Agenda: Chairman Guy would like minutes emailed to Commission members. Minutes from the previous meeting will be voted on at the next meeting, as not enough members have reviewed them.

Correspondence: A letter from Carol Niewola was received that explained how $5,800 would be coming to Dean Memorial Airport. A letter from AIG was received explaining that an insurance policy is expiring in July and an agent would be in contact soon. 

Public Appearances: 

New Business:
· Outdoor Faucet: Each year, the outdoor faucet has been utilized to wash planes. Because the water is shut off at the house, it will cost roughly $25-$30 to turn the water back on and again when it’s shut off. Stuart made a motion to turn the water back on. Susie seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 

Old Business: 
· Airport Community Day: Susie contacted pilots to seek interest in participating in Community Day. So far, there are three definite commitments from pilots and Chairman Guy would like to have six definite pilots. Chairman Guy will contact Gerry Lyons and Russ Haney. It was explained that in order to fly children on Community Day, they must be members of the EAA, be current and take a background check. Once the above-mentioned pilots are contacted, the Commission will discuss the event further at the next meeting.

· Feasibility Grant: Chairman Guy explained that he spoke with the gentleman who runs the Feasibility Grant and it may be a more complicated application than anticipated. It was recommended that that Airport seek a sponsor, and the gentleman suggested Grafton County since they have worked together previously. This grant would be used to build a new hangar. Susie asked Chairman Guy how he is sure building a new hangar is a good idea without commitments. Chairman Guy stated this was originally Dennis Cunningham’s idea and others stated they knew of pilots in need of hangars. 

· Beacon: The beacon is currently listed for sale online for $3,200 but Chairman Guy has not had any hits yet. Susie Tann suggested posting it on eBay and/or Craig’s List and Commission members agreed that would be okay. Chairman Guy will post the beacon on Craig’s List. 

· Credit Card Capability at Airport: Susie Tann has some names and is hoping to have a better understanding of this by the next meeting. 

· Airport Manager Hiring: Stuart McDanolds stated the Town has received better candidates this time around for the position. Matt Bjelobrk contacted the New Hampshire Air Guard and they may have a few good candidates for the position. Stuart explained that a large part of the Airport Manager role is hands-on, and it is not all administrative.

Meeting Adjourn: Chairman Guy made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:41 P.M. Matt Bjelobrk seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
