Wednesday June 12th, 2019 6:00 P.M.

Committee Members Present: Howard Hatch, Marie Bjelobrk, Bart Mann and Sandy Mann.

Members of the Public Present: Kiera Reagan

Call Meeting to Order: Sandy Mann called the meeting to order at 6:04 P.M.

Consent Agenda: An addendum to the previous meeting’s minutes was suggested, which will include Howard Hatch’s request to visit the Airport and other areas. Sandy would also like to revise the minutes to state that she retracts her statement regarding two deaths that were a result of pesticides, as she cannot locate the source of the information she shared. Bart Mann made a motion to accept the minutes as amended. Marie seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mission Statement: Sandy shared her draft mission statement: “As stewards of the rich, fragile and natural resources of Haverhill, New Hampshire, the H.C.C. promotes educationally sound scientifically-based practices to access, protect and enhance a healthy environment.” Howard expressed that he would like to focus more on common sense practices verses scientifically-based. Howard suggested using the term “sustainable practices” in lieu of “educationally sound scientifically-based practices.” Marie suggested using the term “educate” rather than “promote.” Howard suggested revising the mission statement to read: “As stewards of the rich, natural resources of Haverhill, we promote practices for sustaining a healthy environment.” Marie made a motion to accept Howard’s representation of the Mission Statement. Bart seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 

Visual & Informational Map: Sandy would like to create a visual and thorough information map/web and shared a draft with the group. Sandy would like to create connections by having liaisons to each group, so the Commission knows what’s going on with each Committee/Commission. Sandy suggested that Howard could keep the Commission in the loop about conversations had at Selectboard meetings regarding the Conservation Commission. Bart Mann is a member of the Airport Commission and will update the C.C. on Airport discussions. Bart will also provide the Commission with updates from the County Extension. Marie will take on the Heritage Commission and Linda Smith volunteered to keep the Commission on school updates. Marie stated that minutes from all of these commissions/committees could be found on the Town’s website as well. Bart will check in with the County next week to see if there are vacancies to represent the Town of Haverhill. Bart briefly discussed GIS systems that are available to use from the State. Sandy mentioned the Communication Connection and Engagement Committee, Economic and Encouragement Committee and Haverhill Beautification Committee that are all groups discussing issues that could be related to the C.C. Howard mentioned that these groups all have great intentions, but sometimes their projects create more work for the Town or projects, like flowers, get neglected. Howard apologized to Sandy Mann for mis-speaking at the Town office regarding a letter. Marie Bjelobrk made a motion to allow Sandy Mann to check in with other towns on how they do their clean-up. Bart seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Sandy stated she is happy to research all the resources available to the Commission, if the group votes to move forward with the Visual & Informational Map. Other topics on Sandy’s visual map include waste management, recycling, islands, open space and parks. Sandy would like to look at the Master Plan at the next meeting. Marie made a motion to accept the plan put forth by Sandy Mann as a beginning with the possibility of being restructured at a future meeting. Bart seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
