Wednesday August 14th, 2019 6:00 P.M.

Committee Members Present: Linda Smith, Bart Mann, Fred Garofalo, “Mr. Smith” and Sandy Mann.

Members of the Public Present: Kiera Reagan and Casey Reagan. 

Call Meeting to Order: Sandy Mann called the meeting to order at 6:02 P.M.

Consent Agenda: The July 10th minutes will be voted on at the next meeting once more members have reviewed them. 

Sandy presented the Connections Map/Web to Fred, as this was his first meeting as the Selectboard Representative for the Commission. Fred suggested developing a website for the Commission that would include the Mission Statement, the role of the Commission based on the RSA and a list of resources. 

Waste Management: Sandy reiterated that at last month’s meeting, waste management was an issue that most Commission members deemed a high priority for the Town. Sandy stated that she wrote a letter to Town Manager Codling to mention this issue and she received a letter back. TM Codling explained in the letter that it’s difficult to get residents to clean up their property, since it’s not Town owned and that at this time Town-wide recycling does not seem possible. Fred explained to the Commission why developing a Town-wide recycling program is difficult, as it would most likely result in an expense to the Town. Fred provided the Commission with facts about recycling, as he currently works at the transfer station in Lisbon, NH. Fred stated he would give Commission members a tour of the transfer station if they’d like. Sandy stated recycling could be an issue a high school student could research further. 

Kiera contacted Mrs. Eck regarding internships, and she found out that seniors can pursue environmental internships such as water/soil testing, farming or measuring efficiencies within the school building. Kiera and Mrs. Eck discussed developing this type of internship with Mrs. Farr, the guidance counselor. Mrs. Eck explained that potential senior projects could be implementing a composting program at the high school or developing a learning garden. In the past, she has lacked funding from the school to implement these projects. It was suggested to contact Joey Mitchell to discuss high school programming.

Sandy stated that TM Codling would like to arrange a Green-Up Day with the help of groups and Commissions. 

Old Business:
· Logo: Kiera shared four potential Conservation Commission logos that she designed. Smith made a motion to accept the logo in the lower right-hand corner. Fred seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
· Connections: Bart received a letter from Pam Gilbert from the County Extension explaining the difference between permits that go through the County verses permits that go through the Town. The Connecticut River Joint Commission meets on 8/15/19 in Littleton and the Conservation Commission has been invited to attend. Sandy will be attending. Sandy attended the last North Haverhill Precinct meeting. The Heritage Commission is busy working on Hazen Park. Sandy attended the last Planning Board meeting and they discussed mapping. Sandy visited the H.E.E.C. and she encouraged them to reach out to more youth and offered a hand. 

There was discussion about a piece of property on Jeffers Hill Road that was given to the Town as conservation land. A property abutter may be interested in purchasing the property and the Commission stated that the property doesn’t appear to be usable, as it’s a wetland.
