MINUTES OF HAVERHILL PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Call Meeting to Order: Vice Chairman Joe Longacre called the meeting to order at 7:05 P.M. 
Agenda Approval: John Nelepovitz made a motion to approve the agenda. Chris Luurtsema seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Consent Agenda: It was mentioned that minutes haven’t been added to the Town’s website since January and this is due to changes and fluctuations in office staff which should resolve soon. Chris would like to discuss 91A at the next meeting. A correction in the last set of minutes was suggested to help clarify and Austin stated he would correct it for the next meeting. John Nelepovitz made a motion to approve the minutes with the suggested revisions. Chris Luurtsema seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Correspondence/Communications: Letters were received by companies constructing cell phone towers in Bath and Easton. 
Pending (Old) Business: 
· Gravel Pit Update: Mary Pinkham-Langer will be in the office on 5/29/19 and will be utilizing Haverhill’s model and gravel pit plans for training purposes. We are currently still one step away from having the application process complete for 2/3 of the pits. Austin is currently seeking an engineer for the pit owners. H.E.B. Engineers responded with a cost estimate of about $1,000 per gravel pit. Austin shared with Carl Blaisdell, that a bond amount needs to be determined and although Roscoe’s pit has one on file, the Town needs to ensure it’s adequate. 
Public Appearances: 
New Business:
· Building Permit - Private Road: The permit is for a double-wide manufactured home on Benedict’s Way. The applicant has obtained septic approval from the State. There was discussion on whether the property is located on a wetland. There are no other buildings on the property currently. Chris Luurtsema made a motion stating the Planning Board confirms the approval of Mr. Wellman’s request for a manufactured home on Tax Map 414 Lot Number 109-008 as depicted. John Nelepovitz seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Austin Albro will check with the Town Manager on whether a driveway permit was submitted or not. 
· Master Plan Discussion – Land Use: Chris was able to have the Master Plan .pdf document converted to a Word document and will email it to Austin at planningboard@haverhill-nh.com. There was discussion about GIS maps for Haverhill and Austin stated he would contact the UNH Extension and a group from Plymouth who has worked with GIS maps to obtain better maps. A good starting point would be to obtain maps indicating wetlands and topography. There was discussion regarding the increased number of single-family homes. Chris suggests updating the Industrial Land-Use section as well, as Cottage Hospital isn’t noted, and the Industrial Park needs to be added. Commercial properties to update are: Dollar General, Modern Furniture, the hospital, hotels, Bossman Outdoors, Railway Farm & Garden, vacant commercial buildings in Woodsville, Butler Bus Company, PT Farms processing plant, McDonalds, Gather Together Café, Saltwater Bistro, Sunny Garden, New Century, Shiloh’s, Village Pizza, Cumberland Farms, Patten’s Gas, O’Riley’s/Bond Auto, VIP, Morrill Construction (to cross off) and Central Supply (to cross off). Austin shared a DRA report that states 71% of property in Haverhill is residential land and buildings, 21.1% is commercial land and buildings and 8.5% is public utilities and current use. There is confusion as to what data uses acres verses units. Chris would like to know if modular homes are considered manufactured homes. The Planning Board discussed sub-divisions. Chris does not believe the table for Land Use Ordinances in the Community of Haverhill has changed. Austin stated that he can devote a portion of his Friday office hours to this project. Austin will email his updates to Planning Board members after Friday.
