MINUTES OF HAVERHILL PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Tuesday June 25, 2019
Draft Subject to Review, Correction and Approval at Following Meeting

Members Present: Chairman Gary Hebert, Joe Longacre, Tom Friel and John Nelepovitz.
Planning Board Clerk: Austin Albro
Excused Members: Don Hammond
Members of the Public: None in attendance.

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 P.M. by Chairman Hebert.
Agenda Approval: Chairman Hebert would like to discuss items discussed at the last meeting under Pending Old Business. Tom Friel made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Joe Longacre seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Consent Agenda: Joe Longacre approved the minutes from the previous meeting. John Nelepovitz seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Abstaining from vote was Chairman Hebert, as he was absent at the last meeting. 
Correspondence/Communications: Joe Longacre brought a copy of the Town Manager’s Survey results, as it may be helpful with the Master Plan. Chairman Hebert would like Planning Board members to review the survey results, so it can be discussed at the next meeting. 
Pending (Old) Business: 
· Gravel Pit Update: Austin Albro met with Mary from the DRA on 5/29 to review each gravel pit application and discuss concerns. Concerns included the 200-foot drop on the upper Whitcher pit and Blaisdell’s having enough material. Austin will be recommending that the Town Manager hire HEB to review the pits at a cost of $1,000 that would then be passed onto the gravel pit owners. 4
· Items from Last Meeting to Address: Chairman Hebert stated that Chris Luurtsema wanted to discuss RSA-91A, but he is not present. Austin brought documentation that helps explain the RSA. At the previous meeting, Austin stated he would contact UNH Extension and a group from Plymouth to obtain better maps; however, he was unable to contact either. Austin was able to find a resource called Granite, which contains a lot of data. It was suggested that the Planning Board discuss units’ verses acres, as it was unclear which was used in the old Master Plan. At the previous meeting, the Table for Land-Use Ordinances was discussed, and Austin mentioned he’d spend some of his office hours looking at it. Austin stated that he updated the chart. Austin is also still looking into how the Town classifies modular verses mobile homes. 
Public Appearances: None at this time.
New Business:
· Master Plan Discussion: Austin stated he’d connect with the Accessor to determine the difference between modular and mobile homes. Tom does not think manufactured homes include modular homes. Joe asked if the Planning Board will compile all the Master Plan data into an electronic copy or if the Board will outsource the project. Tom stated previously, the data has been sent to UNH Survey Center and they’ve compiled the data professionally at a relatively modest fee. Tom would like professionals to be contacted to see what information is useful and productive for a Master Plan and from there, the Planning Board can work together to obtain this information for it all to be compiled. Austin will ask Robert Raudebush who did the Mountain Lakes Master Plan and contact the given name. Austin will also contact UNH and North Country Council to see what resources are available there. Chairman Hebert would like to table further Master Plan discussion until the Board is given some direction from the external resources. 
Comments of the Clerk: Austin Albro stated that he likes the direction the Planning Board is heading in.
Comments of the Planning Board Members: Joe asked if a driveway permit is required on a private road. Austin read the building permit which stated driveway permits are “necessary for all projects that require driveway connections to a Town road.” Austin clarified private roads therefor don’t require a permit, but Class VI roads would. 
Comments of the Public: None at this time.
Meeting Adjourn: Joe Longacre made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:48 P.M. Tom Friel seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The next meeting is scheduled for July 23rd, 2019.
