MINUTES OF HAVERHILL PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Tuesday September 24, 2019

Members Present: Chairman Gary Hebert, Don Hammond, John Nelepovitz, Joe Longacre and Tom Friel.

Call Meeting to Order: Gary Hebert called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. 
Agenda Approval: Chairman Hebert made a motion to approve the agenda as written. Don Hammond seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Consent Agenda: Chairman Hebert made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting. John seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Pending (Old) Business: 
· Gravel Pit Update: Austin stated there isn’t much of an update and he’s still waiting to her back from H.E.B. regarding the reclamation amount. Austin stated he believes H.E.B. will attend the next Planning Board meeting and will have recommended figures for the four Haverhill pits that the Planning Board can then present to the Selectboard. Joe suggested having TM Codling contact H.E.B. to see where they’re at and come up with a deadline and the rest of the Board agreed. Howard expressed his frustration that the gravel pit permits have been expired so long and that H.E.B. hasn’t been very responsive. Chris Luurtsema reminded the Planning Board that a lot of previous delays regarding the gravel pits were on the Town’s end. 
Public Appearances: 
· Danika Malone, North Country Council: Danika stated she has both a full comprehensive update to the Master Plan and a basic update to include minimum requirements per the RSA. Because Haverhill is a member of North Country Council, a 15% discount can be applied towards the cost of services. The estimated cost of a full Master Plan update is $11,000 and the basic Master Plan update would cost $7,000; however, it’s possible that a $3,000 could be obtained to help with the cost. Austin stated he met with the Town Manager and discussed the potential cost. Austin suggested creating a more user-friendly document, rather than a 60-page research paper. Chairman Hebert stated the detailed research paper would still be necessary as well. The Planning Board will continue to look at Danika’s proposals and will pass it on to the Town Manager and Selectboard to see what direction they’d like to go. 
· Doug Henson: Doug asked if anything was determined regarding his environmental concerns about the Industrial Park. Austin stated that TM Codling would like to contact the business to discuss the matter, before the EPA is contacted. 
Public Hearing – Minor Sub Division, Tax Map 414, Lot 34: Chairman Hebert made a motion to open the Public Hearing at 7:17 P.M. Joe seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Austin confirmed that the application was submitted and is complete. Abutters were also notified. Harry Burgess, the surveyor representing Joe Locke, explained that Locke has two abutting parcels of property. Locke would like to sub-divide Lot 34 into three building sites and add 1.32 acres of Lot 34 to Lot 98. This will help Locke have more level access to Lot 98. Don Hammond made a motion to approve the minor sub-division and lot-line adjustment. John seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 

Tom made a motion to close the Public Hearing at 7:30 P.M. Joe seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 

New Business:

· Mace Hill Solar Application: Because the building permit was filed for a location on a Class V1 road, the application must come before the Planning Board. Austin presented the site layout for the one megawatt proposed array. Although there was some initial concern about wetlands, the plan indicates it won’t interfere with wetland. It was stated that the proposed location was not a corn field, so it wouldn’t fall under agricultural. Don asked where they will bring the drainage out. Chairman Hebert asked if the energy would go directly up the pole to the line or if it would go to the storage unit and it was stated that it gets transferred. There was discussion on how the Class VI road would be affected by the project. 
Correspondence: The Planning Board received a letter on 9/20/10 from New Hampshire Division of Historical Resources regarding the Solar Farm Project. The letter indicated that no historical properties would be affected by the project and they concur with the results from the Archeological Sensitivity Assessment. 
Comments of the Clerk: None at this time.
Comments of the Planning Board Members: Tom would like the Planning Board to figure out the best way to enforce scattered sub-division development, specifically referencing paragraph 4, section 4.2. Howard stated that the best way to cure this issue, specifically on Sand Road, is to widen the road. Chairman Hebert asked Austin to contact TM Codling and ask her to contact the Attorney about this. 
Chairman Hebert stated that the consensus at the group work session regarding the Industrial Park covenants was that enforcement needs to happen. At the work session, Hebert suggested establishing a Land Use Administrator, someone to follow up with businesses to ensure covenants are being followed. Tom stated that the Selectboard took the recommendations very seriously. 
Comments of the Public: None at this time.
Meeting Adjourn: Tom made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:07 P.M. John seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The next meeting is scheduled for October 29th.
