1. CALL TO ORDER: Gary Hebert, Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. 

Roll Call Attendance: Joe Longacre, Vice Chair; Howard Hatch, Select Board liaison; Don Hammond; John Nelepovitz; Gary Hebert, Chair; and Tom Friel, alternate. A quorum was met. 
Town Employees Present: None. 
Members of the Public Present: Harry Burgess, Pioneer Land Surveying. 

Designation of Alternates: None. 

2. COMMENTS OF THE AGENDA/APPROVAL 
MOTION #1: Longacre made a motion and Hammond seconded the motion to approve the Agenda as written.
Voice Vote: Joe Longacre, Howard Hatch, Don Hammond, John Nelepovitz, Gary Hebert. All approved by stating “Aye.” The motion passed. 
3. APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
MOTION #2: Longacre made a motion and Hammond seconded the motion to approve the Minutes as amended from the August 5, 2020, meeting. Discussion: Longacre asked to insert on page 3, paragraph 1, wording stating that the vertical slopes be 1:1 as recommended by the engineers during the site visit if excavation was not being done.  
Voice Vote: Joe Longacre, Howard Hatch, Don Hammond, John Nelepovitz, Gary Hebert. All approved by stating “Aye.” The motion passed.
4. PUBLIC APPEARANCES (previously scheduled): None

5. NEW BUSINESS
Hebert stated that there are many applications before the Board: 
· Ronald Lackie and Eden and Susan Aldrich for a Subdivision Approval / Lot Line Adjustment
The Board discussed the Lackie/Aldrich subdivision. Herbert noted that Harry Burgess who is acting for the Lackie/Aldrich’s was in attendance. 
Burgess presented the map of the lot line adjustment for Lackie, Mill St, Woodsville, who would like to buy 3 acres of land from Eden and Susan Aldrich. Discussion continued. Hebert stated that a warned Public Hearing will be held in September and at that time the Board will vote on the subdivision.   
· Woodsville United Methodist Church Subdivision 
Burgess represented the Church and noted that a lot line adjustment was done in January 2020, relating to Lot 4 and Lot 11. Lot 11 was then sold to Bruce Cloud and Samantha Nelson. This current request before the Board is a 9-foot adjustment to their property to include a sidewalk leading to their house. The Church signed and approved the application. Hebert noted that a Public Meeting and Board vote will be held at the next Planning Board meeting. 
· Robert and Linda Stoddard minor subdivision
Longacre stated that he is an abutter to the property under discussion; therefore, he recused himself from the discussion and vote. 
Burgess, representing the landowners, stated that during his recent survey he found that the road frontage on Woodward Road is the width of an iron pin—the property comes to a point. Discussion continued. The landowners wish to sell 32 acres. Hebert asked if the sale was to an abutter because otherwise the parcel would be landlocked, which the Town cannot create per State law. The Board request Burgess to continue researching the property to find an appropriate right-of-way for access to the subdivision parcel. 
· Jack Brill building permit, private property, discussion only
Hebert stated that the application states that the owners will be putting in a cement pad for a mobile home on Dove Lane. Hebert stated: “Is there any further discussion on that?” There were no comments from the members. 
· Voluntary merger in Mountain Lakes
Friel stated that the applicant owns both lots and is requesting a lot merger. 
MOTION #3: Hebert asked for a roll call vote to approve the voluntary lot line merger of Lots 325 and 326 in Mountain Lakes.  
Roll Call Vote: John Nelepovitz, Joe Longacre, Howard Hatch, Don Hammond, and Gary Hebert. All approved by saying “Aye.” The motion passed.



6. PENDING BUSINESS
Gravel Pit Update
[bookmark: _GoBack]Hebert reported that he has no information on the Whitcher pit. Longacre noted that it was inspected by one engineer, David Rosengarten, hydrogeologist. Hebert noted that the inspection results are needed. 
Herbert stated that now the inspection reports are in, what is needed is an individual to enforce the permit violations, such as, a land use administrator. Discussion ensued. Longacre noted that 3 noncompliances were identified by the engineers on the Blaisdell pit. Longacre asked if the Planning Board has the authority to enforce the engineers’ report. Longacre suggested conferring with the Town Manager to write letters to the pit owners relating to meeting the compliance standards listed in the inspection reports. Hebert agreed to draft those letters.  
Handbook Review
Hebert noted time and place revisions on page 5—the fourth Tuesday or last Tuesday of each month. Longacre responded, “Fourth.” Nelepovitz asked about the wording that the meetings shall be scheduled on Wednesday following a Monday holiday. Hebert stated that has been addressed. 
Mission Statement: Longacre suggested that removing some text from the last sentences. The Mission Statement was revised to state: 
The Planning Board will provide to the Town of Haverhill residents all the purposeful land-use services and the regulatory and nonregulatory functions in accordance with the statues and administrative rules and ordinances.  
[As amended at the 9-22-20 meeting] The Town of Haverhill Planning Board will provide to the Town of Haverhill residents open and purposeful Land Use services through regulatory and non-regulatory functions in accordance with New Hampshire statutes, administrative rules, and ordinances. 

Hebert noted that the Town Manager is making changes to the Board’s Rules of Procedure; however, Hebert stated that according to RSA 676, 1, the Planning Board has the authority to approve its Rules of Procedure. 
Longacre noted the list of duties and responsibilities for a clerk of the Planning Board in the Rules of Procedure. Hebert discussed the process as it currently stands: the paperwork for the meeting is prepared by the clerk and the Chair writes the Agenda. The Chair will contact any individuals who wish to address the Board. The Planning Board was in consensus that the Rules of Procedure were under authority of the Board. 
Master Plan Status 
Hebert stated that the funding for the preparation of the Master Plan has been suspended. Hebert stated that in March of 2021, the Board will need to set aside the money to work on the Master Plan and suggested it be done immediately after appropriation. In 2020, the money was appropriated in the Town Meeting, but the money was redirected.

Longacre: Every year, members have to notify the Select Board that they will continue their terms on the Boards.
