1. CALL TO ORDER: Gary Hebert, Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM. A quorum was met. 
Roll Call Attendance: Gary Hebert, Joe Longacre, John Nelepovitz, Don Hammond, Tom Friel, and Howard Hatch 
Gary Hebert announced that Chris Luurtsema resigned as an alternate from the Planning Board. 
2. DESIGNATION OF ALTERNATES: None

MOTION #1: Don made a motion and Joe seconded the motion to approve the Agenda as written.
Voice Vote: The “Ayes” were unanimous. The motion passed. 
4. APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
MOTION #2: Joe made a motion and John seconded the motion to approve the Minutes from the January 28, 2020, meeting. 
Voice Vote: Howard Hatch abstained from voting. The “Ayes” were 5 and 1 abstained. The motion passed.
MOTION #3: Joe made a motion and Don seconded the motion to approve the Minutes from the February 25, 2020, meeting. 
Voice Vote: Joe Longacre abstained from voting. The “Ayes” were 5 and 1 abstained. The motion passed.
Gary Hebert stated that the April 28, 2020, Meeting Minutes were approved at the May 26, 2020, Meeting. 
MOTION #4: Don made a motion and John seconded the motion to approve the Minutes from the May 26, 2020, meeting. Corrections were discussed. The motion was amended to include “…approve with corrections.”
Voice Vote: The “Ayes” were unanimous. The motion passed.

7. PENDING BUSINESS
Lot Line Adjustment for the Kimball Family Trust, 45 Clough Rd., N. Haverhill, NH 
Gary introduced the representative for the family, Harry Burgess of Pioneer Land Surveying, and noted that the lot line adjustment was discussed at the May 26 Planning Board meeting. 

Public Meeting
At 7:16 PM, Gary opened the Public Meeting related to the Kimball Family Lot Line Adjustment. Gary asked if the abutters were notified and if the Public Hearing was warned. Connie Sleath responded affirmatively. Gary asked for public or Board discussion. Howard Hatch, as an abutter, abstained from the discussion and vote. 

MOTION #5: Don made a motion and John seconded the motion to close the Public Hearing at 7:19 PM. 
Voice Vote: The “Ayes” were unanimous. The motion passed.
MOTION #6: John made a motion and Don seconded the motion to approve the P. and S. Kimball Lot Line Adjustment. Joe Longacre and Howard Hatch abstained from the vote. 
Voice Vote: The “Ayes” were 4 and 2 abstained. The motion passed.
Gary Hebert stated that the lot line adjustment maps at the Town Office needed signatures. 
Woodville Response to Letter of May 19, 2020 RE: NH RSA155-E:2, Local Regulation  Excavations, Permit Required

Gary reported on receiving a response from Woodville Precinct to the May 19 letter from the Planning Board. In the response letter, the Woodville Commissioners claimed an exemption from 1975. The response was sent to the Town Manager and to Town attorneys. No update as yet has been received. 
Gravel Pit Updates 
Connie stated that the Town is still waiting for the reclamation bonds from all pits and intent-to-excavate and terrain permits from certain pits. Gary stated that engineers are out doing site visits. Joe Longacre and Howard Hatch were in attendance with the inspectors examining the pits this week. Joe noted that at the Blaisdell pit much was in compliance, including the water table being below 40 feet. Gary noted that a report from the engineers will be forthcoming. 
Planning Board Handbook 
For Planning Board review, Connie Sleath and Joanna Bligh presented the Planning Board section of the DRAFT Town of Haverhill Handbook of Committees, Commissions, and Boards, which is currently being developed. Much discussion followed and revisions were provided. Tom Friel offered the table of contents from a previous Planning Board handbook, which was developed in 2005. Gary suggested that at the next Board meeting in July a corrected draft in two versions be prepared for review by the Board.
