1. CALL TO ORDER: Gary Hebert, Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM. 

Roll Call Attendance: Howard Hatch, Select Board liaison (Present); Joe Longacre, Vice Chair (Here); John Nelepovitz (Here); Don Hammond (Here); Gary Hebert, Chair (Here); Tom Friel, alternate (Here). A quorum was met. 
Town Employees Present: None. 
Members of the Public Present: Harry Burgess, Pioneer Land Surveying; Cleora Simonds and Nelson Simonds

Designation of Alternates: Not required.  

2. COMMENTS OF THE AGENDA/APPROVAL 
MOTION #1: Hammond made a motion and Nelepovitz seconded the motion to approve the Agenda as written.
Voice Vote: Joe Longacre, Howard Hatch, Don Hammond, John Nelepovitz, Gary Hebert. All approved by stating “Aye.” The motion passed. 
3. APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
MOTION #2: Longacre made a motion and Hammond seconded the motion to approve the Minutes from the August 25, 2020, meeting with stated corrections. 
Discussion: Hebert revised p. 2, “Bruce Cloud” to “Ruth Cloud” as noted by Harry Burgess; p. 2, “Dove Ave” to “Dove Lane”; p. 3, “…engineer …,” which Longacre stated as “David Rosengarten”; Hebert rechecked the Mission Statement and made corrections, as follows: 
The Town of Haverhill Planning Board will provide to the Town of Haverhill residents open and purposeful Land Use services through regulatory and non-regulatory functions in accordance with New Hampshire statutes, administrative rules, and ordinances.    
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.
4. PUBLIC APPEARANCES (previously scheduled) 

PUBLIC HEARING Ronald Lackie Lot Line Adjustment
MOTION #3: Hammond made a motion and Hatch seconded the motion to enter into a PUBLIC HEARING at 7:15 PM on the Ronald Lackie Lot Line Adjustment. 
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.

Hatch requested that Friel, alternate, be activated to be able to communicate during the meeting. Hebert noted that he can contribute, but he cannot be included in voting. 
Harry Burgess, Land Surveyor, represented Ronald Lackie. The application is a lot line adjustment of a 1.02-acre property at 72 Mill St., Woodsville, NH. He wants to add 3.21 acres behind his house from Eben and Susan Aldrich. 
Comments by Board members: 
Hebert noted that the discussion among the members was held at last month’s meeting. There was no further discussion. 

MOTION #4: Hammond made a motion and Hatch seconded the motion to come out of Public Session at 7:19 PM. 
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.

MOTION #5: Longacre made a motion and Hatch seconded the motion to approve the Ronald Lackie Lot Line Adjustment application.  
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.

The lot line adjustment for Ronald Lackie was approved. 

PUBLIC HEARING Woodsville Methodist Church Subdivision
MOTION #6: Hammond made a motion and Hatch seconded the motion to enter into a PUBLIC HEARING at 7:20 PM on the Woodsville Methodist Church Subdivision/lot line adjustment. 
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.

Harry Burgess, Land Surveyor, represented the Woodsville Methodist Church subdivision application in relation to the Ruth Cloud and Amanda Nelson’s request to split the parsonage from the church, which was approved in January 2020; however, after snowmelt, it was found that the sidewalk was not included in the original lot line. The owners wish to move the lot line 9 feet (.200 acre) to include the sidewalk. 
Comments from Board members: None. 
Comments from the public: None. 

MOTION #7: Hammond made a motion and Longacre seconded the motion to come out of Public Hearing at 7:22 PM.  
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.

MOTION #8: Nelepovitz made a motion and Longacre seconded the motion to approve the lot line adjustment for the Woodsville Methodist Church Subdivision. 
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed. 

The lot line adjustment for the Woodsville Methodist Church was approved. 


5. NEW BUSINESS
Hebert provided subdivision/lot line adjustment application materials for the members. 
· Cleora Simonds and Nelson Simonds addressed the Board regarding the registered deed that she had that located an error on her property line. Burgess stated he did not see an error on the map. Hebert stated that the Board’s concern is if there is a discrepancy on the surveyor’s map. Hebert stated for Simond’s confirmation that the property line meets at the top of the bank. Simonds stated that the location is not known. Burgess clarified the property line according to his survey, and he stated that the survey and their deed matched. 
Hebert stated that the Planning Board takes the information from the surveyor and votes on the application for subdivisions and lot line adjustments, and he stated that the issue the Simonds are bringing up does not relate to the Planning Board. 
· Florine Place and Dave Robinson Subdivision on 116 County Rd. Burgess stated that they jointly own 12+ acres and would like to do a minor subdivision of a 1-acre lot around the house and a remaining 11-acre lot. Septic and perc testing was done on both lots. The septic tank is behind the house, and the residence is served by Town water. Hebert asked for any further discussion. There was none. Hebert confirmed that a notice of a public hearing will be sent out for the next meeting. 
· Natalie Martel Estate Subdivision. Hatch stated that this is an elongated property along Trinity Lane. Burgess, as representative from the Martel Estate, discussed their request to do minor subdivision of 42 acres to create 3 lots on existing road frontage to settle an estate. The lots will go to Martel’s children. One lot is a tree farm (17-acre lot with no buildings and no septic). Another lot is the existing house and barn (drilled well). The last lot is 15 acres with a disused mobile home. Discussion ensued. Burgess stated that there are spring rights to be added to the map. Hatch will have a conflict of interest in voting. Hatch stated that the road is a single lane and the road needs to be widened. Discussion continued. Hebert stated that the Board has consensus to approve this with added notations of the water rights on the map.  
· Brill Lot Line Adjustment. Burgess, representing the Brill Family Trust, stated that the Brills’ would like to move the property line 3 feet on one corner because the current line is 1.5 feet inside the corner of the house. Discussion ensued. The Board was in agreement to approve. 
6. Robert and Linda Stoddard minor subdivision. Burgess noted that road frontage was an issue and discussed with the owners their options. In 2017, most of the farm was in conservation, and 41 acres remained. The tax map shows road frontage on Quarry Rd. After survey, there is no road frontage and the property comes to a point and is 32 acres not 41 acres. And, there were no Town records of a road. Discussion continued. Burgess noted that the owners now want to do a lot line adjustment rather than a subdivision. They wish to add the 32 acres (part of farm under conservation) to a 17-acre lot, which has road frontage. Discussion resumed and the Board refused to confirm the application #20200708 HPB SUB (2). 
PENDING BUSINESS
Gravel Pit Update
MOTION #9: Hebert made a motion and Hammond seconded the motion to approve the Blaisdell gravel pit application with conditions and to have the Town Manager work with Daniel Monet, PE, and Joe Driscoll of the Mitchell Group (Town’s attorney) to draft the approval letter with conditions in accordance with the Inspection Report filed by Daniel Monet after his inspection of the pit. 

Discussion: Hebert noted the Fuss & O’Neill report (July 2020) specifics:
· “…two areas appeared to have been worked that are not in compliance with the 2015 approved plans.”
· “Work areas that are not currently approved should be halted until pending alteration-of-terrain application update is received by the State.”
· “All buffer areas should have fully established vegetation…stockpiles of topsoil should be stabilized and seeded to maintain vegetative cover.”
· “…recommending continuing monitoring of groundwater.”
· “…incremental reclamation of slopes and pit floors.”
Longacre expressed concern of the topsoil screening running at the pit. He stated that it is possible that topsoil is being sold and that there will not be enough topsoil for reclamation. Hebert will discuss this concern with the Town Manager and requested Board members send any additional concerns. Discussion continued. 

Hebert stated that the application will not be voted on until the concerns are addressed. Hebert withdrew 
MOTION #9. Herbert requested a work session with the Board and the Town Manager. The Board was in consensus. 

Handbook Review
Hebert discussed Handbook revisions with the Board, including the Town Manager’s revisions that are in contradiction with the current Planning Board Rules of Procedure. Hebert recommended that the original Rules of Procedure as created by the Planning Commission be adopted according to RSA 676-1 Rules of Procedure. “…local land use boards shall adopt rules of procedure….” Discussion continued. Hebert recommended that the wording of the Rules of Procedure in the Handbook remain as is with revisions only to the source list.

MOTION #10: Hebert made a motion and Longacre seconded the motion to approve the Handbook and Rules of Procedure for the Planning Board with the exception of the statutory source material to be revised into a reference list. 
Discussion: Longacre asked if there were any changes made to the Rule of Procedure, and Hebert responded that “Yes” the Board made changes to the Mission Statement and to certain aspects of the Rules. 
Roll Call Vote: Hatch (Aye), Longacre (Aye), Nelepovitz (Aye), Hammond (Aye), Hebert (Aye). The motion passed.
