Planning Board Members Present: Chairman Don Hammond, Howard Hatch, Gary Hebert and Tara Krauss 
Clerks: Austin Albro was also present.        
Members of the Public Present: Greg Mathieson, Jacob Burgess, Wendy Munn, David Heintz, Mike Poole, and Jeff Maerder 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Don Hammond 
The Planning Board on motion of Tara Krauss, seconded by Gary Hebert voted to approve the agenda for October 23, 2018. 
There was brief discussion regarding corrections to the minutes. The Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Howard Hatch voted to approve the minutes as amended for the September 25, 2018 meeting. 
Public Appearances: 
· Lot Line Adjustment: Richard Leblanc, Map 422 / Lots 87 & 88 
On motion of Tara Krauss, seconded by Gary Hebert the application was accepted as complete, the fee paid, and abutters properly noticed. 
On motion of Chris Luurtsema, seconded by Tara Krauss, the Planning Board opened a Public Hearing at 7:08.
Wendy Munn addressed concerns that the lot line adjustment would negatively impact her property and questioned how the determination for the location was made by the surveyors. Jacob Burgess explained how his firm reached that conclusion and offered to provide Ms. Munn with evidence to prove that the property line between Ms. Munn’s property and Mr. Leblanc’s property was accurately depicted by the plan. 
On motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Tara Krauss the Planning Board voted unanimously to table the lot line adjustment until Ms. Munn’s concerns were addressed. 
On motion of Chris Luurtsema, seconded by Gary Hebert, the Planning Board voted unanimously to exit the Public Hearing at 7:32.
· There was a brief discussion with a resident regarding the procedure for a lot line adjustment.  
Reports of Committees: 
	Clerk Albro stated that he had a request from 
Pending Business: 
Gravel Pit Update:
Clerk Albro stated that times had been set up for the Planning Board to visit each of the Pits. There was confusion regarding the date for inspection and it was determined that the intention was to plan a visit on Saturday. The Planning Board stated they only needed 1 hour per pit for review. The 
David and Judy Whitcher and FHL Property Management have submitted a complete application but did not include the updated map showing current conditions. The Clerk anticipates the updated map prior to the end of November.     
Howard Hatch addressed concerns that the permits were not complete. Chris Luurtsema asked if the gravel pit owners have been in communication with the Town. There was discussion about how to address the incomplete applications. Chairman Hammond suggested that the complete application should be turned in by November 1 or else face the possibilities of being shut down. 
Howard Hatch asked why the Department of Transportation denied access to the Storage Yard on Clark Pond Road. Clerk Albro stated they were not able to meet us November 2. Howard Hatch asked what the reason was. Clerk Albro could not recall. Department of Transportation officials ensured the Planning Board that nothing is being done outside of compliance. DOT encouraged any member of the Planning Board to reach out to D.E.S. if they have concerns about the Storage Yard. 
Chairman Hammond suggested that if the completed applications are not turned in, we can still inspect the Blaisdell pit and tell the others that no material can come out of the others. Howard Hatch suggested we visit all of the pits on Saturday, November 3 so that we can have an idea once we receive the updated maps from FHL and Whitcher.  
Gary Hebert suggested that on November 3, 2018 during the preliminary review if any of the Gravel Pits were out of whack and not working to get into compliance, we could make a decision then.
There was a discussion about the requirements for posting the visit to the gravel pits, because it was indeed a meeting. Clerk Albro ensured the Board that 24 hour notice, in two places would be sufficient to meet the state requirements.
Howard Hatch addressed concerns about the Town Pit. Discussion ensued about the requirements of reclamation for the Town Pit. Howard Hatch stated that there has never been a town pit reclaimed. Howard stated he was asking the questions because there may be material coming out that is not accounted for and expressed interest in expanding the cemetery closest to the Armory. Tara restated the question to Howard for clarification: “Is Blaisdell taking material out of the portion that became the town pit and should that be filled in and the land conveyed to the cemetery? Howard expressed concerns about the amount of sand being removed from the pit and questioned the arrangement between Blaisdell and the Town of Haverhill.
The Planning Board asked the Clerk to ask TM Jo for the gravel pit plan for the Town pit that is a part of the Blaisdell pit and to inquire with Stuart about tracking the amount of materials being used.    
Comments of the Public (Not Previously Scheduled):
· Greg Mathieson asked if the Planning Board followed up with EPA regarding the Clark Pond Storage Yard. Mr. Mathieson stated that he would call and he would be the bad guy. 
· Greg Mathieson asked if the agreement for the Town to utilize the fuel pumps at the State shed would extend to the storage yard. The Planning Board informed him that was not the case.
· Regarding Benedict’s Way, Greg Mathieson referenced a list of concerns that needed to be addressed before the Town would consider adopting the road. Two concerns were relevant to the Planning Board. The Town of Haverhill subdivision regulations state the hammerhead at the end of the road needs to be 75 feet in length and they are currently 50 feet. Greg Mathieson also indicated that he would be requesting a waiver for the spots where the shoulder of the road ends less than 2 feet from the edge of the road. The Planning Board decided to table the issue until the Road Agent was available to address the concerns relevant to the Planning Board.
