Planning Board Members Present: Chairman Don Hammond, Chris Luurtsema, Howard Hatch and Gary Hebert and Tara Krauss 
Clerks: Austin Albro was also present.        
Members of the Public Present: Darwin Clogston, Greg Mathieson Sr., Tom Friel, Norman Pronovost, Carl Blaisdell, Mary Pinkham-Langer, Harry Burgess, and David Long.  
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Don Hammond 
The Planning Board on motion of Tara Krauss, seconded by Chris Luurtsema, voted to approve the agenda for July 24, 2018. 
Chris Luurtsema stated that the minutes, even if unapproved, need to be uploaded to the website in a timely manner. Gary Hebert stated that state law mandates minutes be available within 5 days. The Planning Board on motion of Chris Luurtsema, seconded by Howard Hatch, voted to approve the minutes of the June 26, 2018 meeting. 
Public Appearances: 
Mary Pinkham-Langer from the Department of Revenue Administration appeared before the Planning Board at their request. Owners of active gravel pits were invited to attend the meeting as well. Pit owners in attendance were David Long, of FHL Property Management and Carl Blaisdell. Ms. Pinkham-Langer advised the Planning Board that according to Town records, the permits required by RSA 155-E:8 have expired. The Planning Board, Gravel Pit Owners, and the public had an opportunity to ask questions and receive clarification regarding the local permitting process for gravel pits. All parties thanked Ms. Pinkham-Langer for her time and information.  
Pending Business: 
Surveyor Harry Burgess, on behalf of the applicant, Jeffery Elliot, presented a lot line adjustment. The properties affected are Map 414, Lots 109.11, 109.51, 109.52, and 109.53. The hammerhead originally constructed on Benedict’s Way was placed in wetlands according to abutter, Mr. Greg Mathieson Sr. Jeff Elliot moved the hammerhead but paved into abutting lots. This lot line adjustment adjusts abutting property to account for the property that was paved over in moving the hammerhead. Abutter, Norman Pronovost addressed concerns of tree removal on his property. The Planning Board stated the removal of trees was an issue to bring up with whoever removed the trees. Chris Luurtsema suggested the Planning Board revise the lot line adjustment application to include signatures from all owners involved.  
On motion of Tara Krauss, seconded by Gary Hebert, the Planning Board moved accept the application as complete and move into Public Hearing to discuss the Lot Line Adjustment proposed by Jeffery Elliot Sr., for Map 414, Lots 109.11, 109.51, 109.52, and 109.53.
On motion of Chris Luurtsema, seconded by Gary Hebert, the Planning Board moved to approve the lot line adjustment proposed by Jeffery Elliot Sr., for Map 414, Lots109.11, 109.51, 109.52, and 109.53          
New Business: 
· Voluntary Lot Merger, Bruce Bishop, Map 422, Lots 133 & 134 
The Planning Board reviewed the application and maps. After discussion, the Planning Board on motion of Chris Luurtsema, seconded by Gary Hebert, voted to approve the voluntary lot merger for Bruce Bishop, Map 422, Lots 133 & 134.  
Other New Business: 
· Darwin Clogston came before the board to express his concerns regarding a pile of tire stored at the town gravel pit. He provided a sample of tar for the Board’s review. Chairman Don Hammond recommended Darwin Clogston bring the issue to the Selectboard’s attention. Tara Krauss suggested a letter be sent to the owners of the gravel pits in Haverhill stating that hazardous material is not to be stored in the pit and if the Planning Board finds hazardous material, a cease and desist will be issued. 
· Howard Hatch expressed concerns regarding the status of the state operated gravel pit off of Clark Pond Road in Haverhill. After discussion, the Planning Board decided to notify the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services of the pit’s condition.   
· Clerk Albro stated the Planning Board has yet to officially notify Haverhill pit owners that their local permit has expired and a new application required by RSA 155-E:8  was needed. The Planning Board decided that a letter was to be sent to Roscoe & Carl Blaisdell, FHL Property Management, and Judy & David Whitcher notifying owners that the application is due October 1, 2018.
· Greg Mathieson Sr. asked if lighting on the telephone poles was a Planning Board issue. He raised concerns regarding the displaying of flags and lighting concerns. Clerk Albro told Mr. Mathieson that the issue is not in the purview of the Planning Board.

· The Planning Board Clerk will have public hours on alternating Friday’s beginning August 3, 2018. The Clerk will be in the office from 9:30-12:30 until further notice. 



Comments of the Planning Board:
· Chris Luurtsema suggested the Planning Board implement a checklist system to manage tasks more efficiently. This idea was well received by the other members of the Board, the Clerk, and the general public.
