Agenda Approval: There was unanimous approval of the agenda.

Public Appearances Previously Scheduled: 

· Danica Melone, North Country Council: There was a discussion with Danica Melone, Planner from the North Country Council was invited to the meeting following a phone call with Clerk Albro and Chairman Hebert to discuss our current Master Plan and need for revisions and updates. Danica Melone outlined that statutorily there are only two sections of the Master Plan that have to be updated every 10 years and this could be done rather inexpensively given that the Town has already conducted the public outreach portion of the Master Plan update. There is a more comprehensive option to update the entirety of the Master Plan. The Clerk was directed to send the community input materials (Summary of Vision to Action Forum and Town Manager Survey) to the North Country Council. They will propose scope and quotes for both options. The Planning Board thanked Danica for her time.  

New Business:
· Preliminary Presentations from Harry Burgess: 
· Mr. Burgess presented a subdivision for Tax Map 406, Lot 005. Howard Hatch stated there are concerns about the sewer running across the street. It was noted that Mr. Burgess would have to work with DES throughout the subdivision process and if there were concerns they would arise during the septic design process.

· Mr. Burgess presented a subdivision for Tax Map 413, Lot 098. There was discussion regarding the width of the Sand Road.

· Mr. Burgess presented a lot line adjustment for Tax Map 410, Lot 097. There was no discussion.

· Mr. Burgess presented a minor subdivision for Tax Map 413, Lot 046. There was limited discussion regarding wetlands on the property. There were no issues with where the proposed subdivision was 
· Business Park Covenants:
· Mr. Doug Henson shared a list to the Planning Board regarding some concerns for consideration. Chairman Hebert made it quite clear that regulation of the business park covenants is up to the Selectboard. SB Representative Tom Friel agreed. Mr. Henson stated that he wanted to make the Planning Board aware of his concerns and did not expect a solution at the meeting. 
· Building Permit on Private Road:

· The Planning Board reviewed for comment only a building permit for property located on Reed Lane in Haverhill, further identified as, Tax Map 406, Lot 008. The Planning Board had no concerns with issuance of a Building Permit.   

Pending (Old) Business: 
· Gravel Pit Update: The Planning Board is still waiting for the recommendation to come from HEB engineers with suggested reclamation bond amounts for Haverhill Pit Owners. Once a price is established, the Pit owners will be notified they have 60 days to furnish reclamation bond. A letter was sent to the Pit Owners letting them know the Town had selected an engineer and that a request would be coming once a recommendation was received.

Comments of the Clerk: The Clerk clarified that the Planning Board instructed him to follow up with the Town Manager regarding environmental concerns and to arrange for a meeting between the Select Board, Planning Board, and Fire Department about the Business Park.
