Planning Board Members Present: Chairman Don Hammond, Howard Hatch, Gary Hebert and Tara Krauss

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Chairman Don Hammond 
The Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Howard Hatch voted to approve the agenda for August 28, 2018. 
There was brief discussion regarding corrections to the minutes. The Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Howard Hatch voted to approve the minutes as amended for the August 28, 2018 meeting. 
Public Appearances: None
Correspondence: Judy and David Whitcher submitted a letter requesting an extension for the Haverhill Excavation Permit Application until June 19, 2019 as his Alteration of Terrain permit is set to expire. After discussion the Planning Board decided that the Haverhill Excavation Permit Application cannot wait until June 19. A letter is to be sent to David and Judy Whitcher restating the October 1, 2018 deadline.       
Pending Business: 
Howard Hatch inquired who was signing letters from the Planning Board. Clerk Austin Albro stated that he signs the letters as clerk to the Planning Board. Chairman Don Hammond stated that this was the way it had been done historically – but he was willing to stop in the office to sign letters as needed. 
· Gravel Pit Update: There was discussion regarding correspondence between the Planning Board and the Department of Environmental Services (DES). Clerk Austin Albro reached out to DES by phone to discuss the storage of crushed asphalt in gravel pits. It was discussed that gravel pits can have a working pile of asphalt and that asphalt is not classified as hazardous material. DES informed the Clerk that unless it is prohibited by a local ordinance, a pile of asphalt is permitted in a pit. Howard Hatch believed there was some confusion regarding his concerns which were discussed at the last Planning Board meeting. One issue was the piles of used asphalt which was brought before the Board by Darwin Clogston. The other issue is the amount of junk including pressure treated lumber that is being stored in the pit operated by NH DOT on Clark Pond Road. Tara Krauss suggested asking for the reclamation plan for the pit. Howard Hatch stated that the pit on Clark Pond Road was the pit that he wanted to address. Discussion ensued about proper storage of asphalt – Chairman Don Hammond stated that the Planning Board wants DES to visit the pit because the Board is concerned about the accumulation of materials being stored in the state operated pit located off Clark Pond Road, above the aquifer. Chairman Hammond suggested sending a note to the Select Board suggesting the need for an ordinance to address storage of asphalt in Haverhill gravel pits. 
 
· Planning Board Master List: Clerk Austin Albro stated that he had started the PB Master List. On the list he has set goals to: organize the gravel pit files and review Planning Board documents. The Clerk stated his intention was to complete the objectives by December 2018. Tara Krauss suggested receiving an update on the Master Plan. Chairman Hammond suggested a list of procedures and requirements for subdivision applications, lot line adjustments, etc. 
New Business: 
· Voluntary Lot Merger – Mark & Linda Johanson, Map 203 Lots 065 & 063
After a brief discussion the Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Tara Krauss voted to approve the voluntary lot merger for Mark & Linda Johanson, Map 203, Lots 65 & 63.   
· Building Permit – Bonnie Ellis – 70 Old Peters Rd. Map 202 Lots 233
After a brief discussion, primarily regarding the geographic location of the property, the Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Tara Krauss saw no issues with the Building Permit submitted by Bonnie Ellis for 70 Old Peters Rd., further identified as Map 202, Lot 233.   
· Building Permit – Gail Eastman – 120 Oliverian Heights Rd.– Map 421 Lot 081
After a brief discussion, the Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Tara Krauss saw no issues with the Building Permit submitted by Gail Eastman for 120 Oliverian Heights Rd., further identified as Map 421, Lot 081 upon her signature of the building permit.  
Other New Business: 
· Jacob Burgess presented a preliminary lot line adjustment for property located on Lily Pond Road. The lot line adjustment will be discussed further upon pending a completed application. Howard Hatch suggested that Road Agent Stuart MacDonald get involved as there are ongoing projects to manage drainage in that area. Jacob Burgess thanked the Planning Board for their time.

Comments of the Planning Board: Tara Krauss thanked Clerk Austin Albro for the organization of meeting materials. Howard Hatch questioned what was being done during the (3) bi-weekly set office hours. Gary Hebert asked when the minutes were submitted from the last meeting. Clerk Austin Albro stated they were done approximately 3 days after the meeting. Chairman Hammond confirmed that was the accurate noting his revisions.
