The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Chairman Don Hammond 
The Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Chris Luurtsema voted to approve the agenda with the addition of the Martella mergers for September 25, 2018. 
There were a few revisions including the date of the Whitcher deadline for the Alteration of Terrain permit which is June 2019 and the date of the next Planning Board meeting should be September 25. The Planning Board on motion of Gary Hebert, seconded by Howard Hatch voted to approve the minutes as amended for the August 28, 2018 meeting. There was discussion regarding the deadline of the meeting minutes. The minutes for August were not sent out to the Board until the week of the meeting. The Board stated the minutes should be distributed to the Board for review within 5 business days.

The Planning Board on motion of Chris Luurtsema, seconded by Gary Hebert voted to approve the voluntary lot merger for Martella Salinas Farmland Trust, Map 204 / Lots 195 & 196
The was a discussion about the town property auction process that took place earlier in the year. The Board thanked Mr. Martella for his time. 
Committees: There was a quick review of the recent survey distributed by the Master Plan committee. There are more surveys being distributed. There was discussion about how often the Master Plan had to be revisited – and the Clerk is to find that out. 
Pending Business: 
· Gravel Pit Update: Roscoe Blaisdell has submitted his application prior to the deadline and it will be reviewed for completeness by the Clerk. Mary Pinkham Langer and Clerk Albro had discussed the gravel pit situation in Haverhill earlier in the month and seemed satisfied with the work of the Haverhill Planning Board.

There was discussion regarding proposed correspondence between the Planning Board and the Department of Environmental Services (DES). Clerk Austin Albro prepared a letter for the Planning Board’s review. He informed the Planning Board of his conversation with Dennis Ford of DOT. Members of the Board suggested a visit to the pit prior to sending a letter addressing the condition of the Storage Yard in Haverhill. Chairman Don Hammond requested the Clerk contact DOT about potential of the Haverhill Planning Board viewing the Storage Yard. Howard Hatch expressed he did not agree with this decision. Gary Hebert stated that Howard Hatch was the only member of the Board with firsthand knowledge and believed a visit to the site before sending a letter was essential. Chris Luurtsema stated that we needed to visit all the pits as a part of the inspection process, not just the storage yard.

The Planning Board requested that the Clerk email the Board by October 5 regarding the status of the Haverhill Excavation Application. There was a question regarding what happens if the applications are not submitted by the dead line. Chris Luurtsema expressed that he does not want to shut down an operation if they are putting in a good faith effort to comply with the deadline. 




Comments of the Clerk: 
There was a discussion about the previous gravel pit inspection process. The Planning Board instructed the Clerk to send a letter to the Gravel Pit Owners scheduling a November 2, 2018 meeting for the Planning Board if the application is complete.
