Minutes of Haverhill Selectboard Regular Meeting

Call Meeting to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Chairman Wayne Fortier.
Pledge of Allegiance
Agenda Approval: Mike Bonanno made a motion to approve the agenda. Fred Garofalo seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Consent Agenda: Fred Garofalo made a motion to approve the minutes of August 21, 2017; the motion was seconded by Mike Bonanno. Voting yes were Fred Garafalo, Tom Friel, Chris Luurtsema and Mike Bonanno. Wayne Fortier was not present for that meeting. Fred asked for a correction to the September 18th minutes to clarify that the Right to Know forum was not strictly for Selectboard members but applies to Town and government employees, elected officials and the general public. Fred Garafalo made a motion to approve the minutes as amended and the manifest, forms and other warrants; seconded by Mike Bonanno; voting yes were Fred Garofalo, Mike Bonanno, Wayne Fortier and Chris Luurtsema; Tom Friel abstained as he was not present at that meeting. 

Scheduled Public Appearance(s): 
· Dexter LeFavour - Horizons Engineering-Sewer Line Study: Dexter presented the Selectboard with a copy of the findings for the sewer line study. He gave them an overview of the options. Chairman Fortier stated that they would review his report and have him back at a future meeting for more discussion.	 
· Melinda Boutin, Tax Collector – Introduction to Board and Tax Deeding Timeline: There were formal introductions made to all Board members and Melinda. She reviewed a list of delinquent taxpayers with them as it stands at this time and talked to them about the timeline of tax deeding. The Board asked for some further information which the Tax Collector and the Selectboard office will compile for them. TM Lacaillade commended Melissa for the progress she has made in a very short time to learn the job and to seek out the taxpayers who have delinquent taxes. She is doing a lot of skip tracing on returned letters to find the owners.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Stuart McDanolds, Road Agent – Update on status of Roads: Stuart gave the Board an overview of where we are with regards to Flood repairs from the July 1, 2017 storm. There was discussion about the grading being behind schedule due to the workload from the storm. Stuart stated that they are grading now. There was also discussion about the truck purchase and how it is noted in the Town Report. 
· Sandi Howe – Candidate for ZBA: The Board interviewed Sandi Howe for appointment to the Zoning Board of Adjustment. On a motion by Mike Bonanno and seconded by Tom Friel the Board unanimously voted for her appointment. 
Town Manager’s Report: None at this time. 
Old Business: 
· Bill Morin Request Removal Mobile Home in Oak Ridge Park: On top of $9,400.00 in back taxes, North Haverhill Water and Light has a lien on the property for approximately $800.00.  Dube is the most current owner of the mobile home, per the Registry of Deeds. The Board recommends that Bill discuss the owed monies with the mobile home owner, as the Town will not take responsibility for it at this time. 

· Policy Revisions
· Revised Probation Policy – 1st Reading: The Board agreed with the revisions made. A second reading and adoption will take place at the next Selectboard meeting. 
· Revised Drug & Alcohol Policy – 1st Reading: Policy revisions were sent to Primex for review. Primex recommends specifying the specific drugs that will be screened and they suggest using an alcohol test and a five-panel drug screen as well as an additional drug screen if drug use is suspected by an employee. The second comment suggests having two members of management consult on signs of impairment. Primex questioned why the Town chose a blood test, rather than a urine drug screen. TM Lacaillade explained she is not sure what the local hospital can offer for service but will confirm this with Cottage Hospital. Primex’s last suggestion was that the Town should provide their own consent form, rather than using one provided by the facility. The Board accepts the changes suggested by Primex and will forward the revisions to the Town lawyer for further review. 
· Pistol Permit Policy: The Board discussed updating the list of authorized names in the policy, as several are no longer Town employees. It was suggested to use job titles, such as “Chief of Police” rather than actual names. Once revisions are made, the Board will schedule a First and Second Reading before adopting the revised policy. 
New Business: 
· Police Cruiser Bid Award: Out of a total of six bids, Jersey One Auto Sales held the highest bid, at $4,664.00. Mike Bonanno made a motion to accept the bid of $4,664.00 from Jersey One Auto Sales. Tom Friel seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Commission/Committee Reports: Selectboard members are invited to a cookout on 10/7/17 with the Airport Commission from 12-2pm. The Planning Board met briefly and discussed the scheduled lot mergers and approved them. The next Planning Board meeting will be held 10/24/17 with the Master Plan on the agenda. 
Correspondence: Frank Demers from Haverhill Corner expressed to the DOT that he wishes to have the speed limit reduced on Dartmouth College Highway on the section which goes through Haverhill Corner. The speed limit was previously reduced to 35 from 40 mph. 
Comments of the Public: Darwin asked about the method of purchase for the new highway truck. Chairman Fortier confirmed to the Public that the new highway truck was a purchase, not a lease. There was a brief discussion on how this money was listed in the Town budget. 
Brad Allen, a member of the Plymouth State University - College of Business notified the Board of a student-taught seminar on social media for local businesses. There will also be a PSU sponsored event at Alumni Hall on 10/18/17, recognizing Susan Clark, a local author. Brad asks for the Board’s assistance in promoting these two events. 
Raymond Thayer noted that the chloride tank is still in the back of the Road Agents truck. There was a brief discussion about options being considered for moving it.
Comments of the Town Manager: TM Lacaillade said that she may be out of the office a little this week due to family issues. 
Comments of Selectboard Members: Fred Garofalo questioned if any Board members would be attending the State of New Hampshire meetings to discuss road plans for 2018. TM Lacaillade stated she is attending one scheduled for this week. Fred said that he had attended a budget workshop and found it to be very educational. 
Adjourn Meeting: Mike Bonnano made a motion to adjourn the Selectboard Meeting at 8:07 PM. Chris Luurtsema seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
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
