Call Meeting to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Chairman Fortier. 

Powderhouse Hill Documentation Overview: Roy began his report by presenting key deeds that included one deed in 1813 where the state acquired 1/8th acre on top of the hill to place a powder magazine for defense purposes which the state held onto until 1849. A deed dated December 1849 written by the State Legislature granted the 1/8th acre parcel to the Cemetery Association which included a right of way from the main road (Route 10) to the powder magazine area. Sabourn went on to state that the newer survey plans do not match the original 1849 plans and is unsure which are correct. He recommends further research, as his work is still inconclusive currently. Friel stated that all surveys conclude that there is one right of way and it is located in the southern portion of Mike Lavoie’s property. Sabourn presented his preliminary findings and the Board would like to know where the old road to the cemetery was located in effort to identify the location of the boundary lines. Fred stated that in order to obtain answers and to satisfy the warrant article, a survey needs to be completed. Chairman Fortier suggested that NH-DOT may possess valuable information about the location of roads prior to Route 10. The Board discussed what the “end game” is and the goal is to establish property lines and to locate the old cemetery road and who owns it. Chris Luurtsema suggested that the Board discuss the potential scenarios in effort to be proactive and transparent with the parties involved. Mike Lavoie offered to purchase the “dog leg” portion of the property for $1,000 and would pay for the survey and lot-line adjustment. Chairman Fortier stated that a survey should be done, as the Town voted for this. Fred suggested that the Board discuss options and potential solutions contingent upon survey results so that the Lavoie’s can begin moving forward with their property sale. The Board will resume the conversation at the next Selectboard meeting so a vote can be made. 
Adjourn Meeting: Tom Friel made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:30. It was seconded by Darwin Clogston and carried unanimously.
