MINUTES OF HAVERHILL ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS
Monday June 17th, 2019

Call Meeting to Order: The meeting was called to order at 5:02 P.M.
Consent Agenda: Board members reviewed minutes from their last meeting in August 2018. Jim Graham made a motion to accept the minutes as written. Sandi Pierce seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Application: Planning Board Clerk Austin Albro stated the application appears to be complete, the abutters have been notified and the notification was posted in the Bridge Weekly two weeks ago. Jim Graham made a motion to accept the Dickenson/Salisbury application. Sandi Pierce seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Public Hearing – Dickenson/Salisbury Application: Sean Sweeney from Headwaters Hydrology summarized his involvement with the property owners and explained they approached him as the property is near a wetland and would need a wetland permit. Haverhill has a 75-foot setback from wetlands and Sweeney explained that there is nowhere on the property that could be developed outside the Wetland Conservation District, which is why the property owners would like a special exemption. A State septic approval has been administered for the site and a Town driveway permit has been issued. Board members were given a site map as well. Sweeney stated that a culvert won’t be necessary for the driveway. Jim Graham asked for the proposed setback distance and Sweeney stated about 10 feet from the wetland. The Board voted to approve the Special Exception. 
Application #2: Austin Albro met with the applicant. Austin explained that the property owner was surprised he needed to file for a Special Exception, as he does not consider the property to be “wet.” The property sits above the Aquaphor. State approval has been received for the septic design. This application for Special Exception is in 5.2 of Section 5 where the last application was in 5.1. Section 5.2 is regarding the Aquaphor. The Board would like to know if the septic system is below the ground or above ground. Jim stated that the list of special exceptions for Aquaphor protection are all commercial and this application is residential. Howard would like to ensure the Board is consistent in its decisions. Chairman Guy suggests the Town vote on this and not require the ZBA’s action because the property is not commercial and it’s not in a wetland. Jim Graham made a motion to kick the application back to the Town, as it’s not understood why the ZBA’s involvement is required. Jim added that if it’s decided the ZBA needs to meet on this application again, the ZBA will meet on 6/24/19 at 5:00 P.M. Sandi seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
